I  Paul’s greeting – don’t mess with the Gospel

II. Paul’s Gospel agrees with the other Apostles, Paul calls Peter out on his hypocrisy before the legalistic Jews, Justification by Faith alone

 - so far, Paul’s Gospel is correct and his authority is supported by both the Jews in Jerusalem and his open stand against Peter’s behavior. Salvation has nothing to do with trying to obey any system or laws that are required to make us righteous before God.
