II Timothy
II Timothy 1:1-18
Going into war, staying in the battle, and being successful will require many things. As Paul views his future and Timothy’s, he communicates experience, instruction, and truths which will be necessary for his beloved son in the faith to succeed in the battle ahead.
1. If one of your best friends was about to depart for war and success was possible but depended upon what you told him, what would you say to motivate him?



2. According to II Tim 1:8, 16, 17;  2:9;  4:6 – where was Paul and was what about to happen to him?



3. II Tim 1:4,7,12 give us some insight into Timothy’s world.  Can you deduce a couple of personal issues Timothy may have been dealing with, or is this just general encouragement?



4. What specifically did Paul emphasize (II Tim 1:6-14) in order to encourage Timothy?






5. In II Tim 4:12 – when Paul says “I know whom I have believed and am persuaded that he is able…”, what truths is he communicating about faith?





6. It seems like Paul momentarily digresses from encouraging Timothy in 1:15-18.  Do you think he changed the subject or is there an encouragement to be found here?
II Timothy 2
1. Paul outlines a strategy for Timothy to follow in v.2.  What would the end result be if he followed it or if he did not?




2. The apostle lays out seven similes to describe for Timothy what the man of God must be like.  See if you can spot them in the following verses:

II Tim 2:15 - 
II Tim 2:21 -

3. Consider what each simile portrays and then describe its application










4. In 2:8-13 Paul reminds Timothy of why he is a prisoner and his perspective on why he is able to endure.  Timothy was already struggling; he needed to know what to focus his mind on.  Why was Paul “in trouble”, why was he willing to endure it, and what encouragement did he give him?






5. As the pastor in Ephesus, Timothy was already dealing with false teachers.  What was the false teaching and how was Timothy instructed to combat it?




6. 2:22 – Cleaning out and then keeping ones life clean.  Describe what Timothy was to flee and what he was to follow after.

II Timothy 3
In the context of instructing Timothy to be strong and courageous in the midst of the spiritual war he is fighting, Paul wanted Timothy to know that this was going to be a life long battle.  The “last days” have been in view for the believer since the very beginning of the church dispensation.  The hope of every believer is the imminent (any moment) return of Christ and this means that we also are in the “last days”! Paul tells Timothy what to expect and how to equip himself to stand strong.

1. 3:1-7. Note the long list that characterizes those who reject and oppose the Lord.  As you think about these, what conclusions do you draw about what to expect in the last days?





2. Which trait or traits best describe the world we live in today?





3. 3:8-9. What is Paul trying to illustrate by pointing back to the two Egyptian magicians that tried to stand against Moses?





4. 3:10-12 Briefly describe the things Paul pointed out for Timothy to remember.






5. 3:13-17.  What is it that the word of God points to in order for Timothy, or anyone for that matter, to stand on, trust, and follow after in order to combat the coming perilous times and temptations of this world?
